Amalie Beljafla is a young renowned Emarati artist, of mixed heritage with an Emarati 
Father and Norwegian Mother, with her mixed cultural background playing a major 
role in her artwork, combined with her ideas on life and spirituality.  Beljafla’s 
acclaimed bold surrealist style is highly sought after and known for it’s strong use 
of symbolism, vibrant palette, strong linear lines and distinctive patterning.  Her 
exquisite art pieces radiate light and convey positive messages.

Beljafla was raised in Dubai where she graduated, before moving to London to pursue 
her degree at the prestigious Central Saint Martins College of Arts and Design in 
2009.  Having completed a foundation degree in Art and Design, she continued her 
BA in Graphic Design, finishing with an Honours Degree in June 2013.  In June 2015 she 
graduated with a Masters in Communication and Design also from Central Saint 
Martins College of Arts and Design.

Beljafla launched her own fashion label in Trésors Sauvages in 2012 winning an award 
for the best upcoming Middle Eastern designer. In 2014 Amalie published her first book 
called ‘For You’, with Hay house and Balboa Press to implement positive thinking with 
children at a young age.

This powerful surreal body of artworks is comprised of 10 dynamic pieces, radiating 
inner peace and light, reflecting Beljafla’s ideas about life and encompassing her 
spirituality, to serve as a reminder of the infinite presence that is always with us.  This 
series of magical artworks takes us on a visual multi-layered journey along the path to 
enlightenment, inner peace and awakens us to our true selves.

This collection explores the multi-dimensional subjects of enlightenment, awakening 
to one’s true self, unconditional love and peace between all of God’s creatures and 
mankind, all done through a rich use of symbolism.  These exquisite art pieces serve to 
remind us that we have the Divine within, and helps awaken us to our true purpose and 
the realization that we can achieve things we could never fathom.

Beljafla has been inspired for this collection by different philosophers, prophetical 
stories, Islamic and religious teachings, spirituality and the beauty within different 
cultures inspired by her travels.

This collection came to fruition, inspired by two icons of peace, unconditional love 
and tolerance who were Beljafla’s grandmothers, Umi Suhaila Bint Khamees, who was a 
traditional Bedouin Muslim and Aud Marit Skogen who was a Christian rest their souls; 
both were from rich cultural backgrounds and were living examples of tolerance, 
peace and unconditional love. 

This beautiful bold collection embodies Beljafla’s sought after distinctive style with 
her surrealist approach, vibrant palette, spirituality, black linear patterning and her 
rich use of symbolism.   This otherworldly series of artworks evokes the sensation of 
entering a magical world filled with messages of enlightenment and inner peace.  
Beljafla’s unique mixed media style has been applied on canvases and artworks set within 
bespoke baroque frames designed from her intricate drawings to work in synergy with 
the art pieces.  Beljafla continues to collaborate with renowned British artist Hatty 
Pedder and together their distinctive styles create magic.

Tree of Al Salam, The Religions United Collection

This vibrant art piece leads one into a magical world of enlightenment, with a surreal 
tree of life reflecting joy, harmony, tolerance, unconditional love and peace between 
all of God’s creations. This tree reflects the core essence of true religion which is 
peace; to coexist in harmony regardless of religion, culture or ethnicity.  This beautiful 
artwork serves to remind us to be compassionate, forgiving and unconditionally loving 
towards all life in all its expressions without exception, including to one’s self because 
“Simple kindness to one’s self and all that lives is the most powerful transformational 
force of all.” – David R. Hawkins

The bespoke deep orange surreal frame is symbolic of a portal to the universe. The 
tree on the top of the frame is an extension of the art, with a divine bird protectively 
watching over the universe, and delivering guidance and messages to us from the Holy 
Spirit.  The deep orange colour of the frame is symbolic of “The love of God (which) 
is absolute and unconditional. The sky does not “be” for some people and “not be” for 
others, nor does the sun shine on only a select few who have been arbitrarily chosen. 
God is complete and total”. – David R. Hawkins

The heavenly surreal tree is richly embellished with symbolism, and filled with different 
animals representing different cultures, races and religions all coexisting together 
with love and harmony, and all derived from one source. Ornate jeweled frames filled 
with the religious symbols of Islam, Christianity, Judaism, Buddhism and Hinduism, 
along with families comprised of different animals, adorn the branches of the tree; 
all organically extended out from the trunk, symbolic of how all the religions stem 
from one divine source which is already embedded within each of us. “The Divine is the 
sea. All religions are rivers leading to the sea. Some rivers wind a great deal. Why not 
go to the sea directly?” – Mother Teresa

In the centre of the trunk is a portal from the universe, with a baroque frame engraved 
with the Islamic phrase ‘Allah hu Akbar’ which translates as ‘God is the greatest.’  The 
opened book is symbolic of all the divine messages from different religions channeled 
through God, with teachings of enlightenment, peace, tolerance and love, reflecting 
the essence and unification between them all.  Above the book is a divine dove entering 
through the portal, from another realm, delivering messages to us all from God.   The 
swan’s open wings encase the portal and are symbolic of God’s divine protection over 
us all.

The tree’s deep roots reflect one’s spiritual journey on the path to enlightenment. A 
row of guardian angels, vibrating at a high level of consciousness and representing 
different religions - Islam, Christianity, Buddhism, and Hinduism - are all peacefully 
and lovingly standing together, unified in prayer.  All the guardian angels have ombre 
halos and their hands are set in different prayer positions, signifying the importance 
of being in alignment with the Divine. Their ornate garments are richly embellished 
with symbolism.





At the centre of the tree is a Madonna, symbolic of “Unconditional love (which) is 
not between a you and a me, or a me and a thing, it is a way of being in the world” – 
David R. Hawkins.  Her choker is embellished with “Allah” which means God. On the left-
hand side of the Madonna is an enlightened tiger dressed in a magnificent gown.  
The enlightened tiger’s choker has ‘Allah’ engraved in it, his cape’s shoulder pads are 
embellished with one of the powerful 99 names of God in Islam ‘Al Salam’ meaning 
‘Peace.’  The dress has a centrally positioned surreal sun filled with a powerful Quranic 
verse that translates as ‘The more thankful you are the more God will bless you’. This 
verse serves to remind us to remain in full gratitude for all of God’s blessings. On the 
far left is a surreal swan wearing a garment adorned with a centrally positioned 
Madonna radiating out the powerful healing energy of love.

The enlightened camel’s vibrant cape has a brooch on one shoulder engraved with 
‘Al Rasheed’ meaning ‘The Guide’.  The belt is engraved with the beautiful Islamic phrase 
‘Bismillah Al Rahman Al Raheem’ which is often referred to as embodying the essence 
of all religions and widely translates as ‘In the name of God, most gracious most 
compassionate.’  On the camel’s armour kneecaps are the faces of two surreal lions, 
symbolic of strength.  

The enlightened zebra is holding prayer beads representing the importance of prayer 
and spiritual connection within all religions.  The bejeweled headpiece is embellished 
with the word ‘Al hamdulillah’ meaning ‘Thanks be to God’ in Arabic.  The necklace is 
embellished with some of the 99 beautiful names of God in Islam; ‘Al Noor’ translates 
as ‘The Light’, ‘Al Raa’oof’ meaning the ‘The Loving’ and ‘Al Kareem’ translates as ‘The 
Generous’.

This magical art piece is inspired by the miracles performed by Jesus Christ / Prophet Essa 
PBUH, and serves us as all as a reminder of the miracles all around us. This exquisite 
artwork is a reminder that God/Allah is within us at all times and we all have the power 
to achieve the unimaginable when we are aligned with the Divine.

“The true destiny of man is to realize the truth of the divinity of one’s source and 
creator which is ever present within that which has been created and is the creator of

The Surreal deep orange frame has been bespokely designed to look like a portal to the 
universe;with two guardian dogs engraved on the top watching over the universe 
below, either side of a symbolic tree of life which shows like the infinite growth/
transformation.

Centrally positioned is a surreal enlightened creature with loving otherworldly 
eyes mirroring the universe. Behind the enlightened being’s head is a halo embellished 
with the powerful Arabic phrase ‘Al hamdulilah’ which translates as ‘Praise be to God’ 
radiating out a pure state of divine gratitude.  The surreal beings hands are raised on 
each side in a healing position sending out unconditional love and blessings to the 
universe.

The enlightened creature is wearing a decorative pearl encrusted high neck collar 
embellished with sapphires and an engraved dove of peace, wisdom and prophecy.  
Centrally positioned is a dove symbolic of all the messages and guidance that God 
channels to us all. The necklace is filled with bejeweled animals, encrusted with 
emeralds symbolizing growth, peace and healing, citrines symbolizing enlightenment 
and clarity and the sapphires symbolizing wisdom.

Centrally positioned within the necklace are two large lizards wrapped around each 
side of a large pendant, filled with the powerful Quranic verse that translates as ‘We 
are nearer to him than (his) jugular vain’, which reflects how God is within us at all 
times. The lizard’s tails cascade down to encircle a smaller pendant, embellished with 
a Quranic verse ‘Trust in Allah’.  Around the bottom of the necklace is a border filled 
with Arabian beetles symbolizing transformation, interdisepersed with round circles 
engraved with a selection of the powerful 99 names of God in Islam;‘Al Salam’: Peace, 
‘Al Noor’:  The Light, ‘Al Shakoor’ : The Grateful, ‘Al Raoof’: The Compassionate, ‘Al Bir’: 
The Source of all Goodness, ‘Al Hameed’: The All Praiseworthy, ‘Al Wodod’: The Loving 
and ‘Al Kareem’: The Generous.  Along the bottom of this necklace hangs a row of red 
stallions flying above the heavenly skies symbolic of the free will God has blessed us 
with.

At the top of the enlightened creature’s cape is a beautiful heavenly scene filled with 
angels protectively praying over the universe below.  The cape is filled with  symbolisim 
and four stories of miracles performed by Christ/Prophet Essa PBUH. Throughout all 
the stories is a surreal tiger symbolic of Christ/Prophet Essa PBUH performing miracles.  





He is wearing three strands of pearls with the jeweled symbols of Islam, Christianity 
and Judaism representing the different religions and cultures co-existing in peace 
together which is the true essence of religion. These beautiful stories are set within 
bejeweled borders embellished with pearls and filled with guardian angels who are 
always watching over and protecting us. The stories start at the bottom of the cape, 
inspired by the miracle of Christ/Prophet ESSA PBUH walking on water to save a drowning 
man, followed by the miracle of him guiding the village men in a drought to have full 
trust in God, and manifesting fish for them through prayer.

Within this scene are surreal rocks embellished with a powerful Quranic verses and 
a selection from the 99 names of God in Islam; The bottom rock on the left side is 
embellished with the powerful Quranic verse which means ‘ HE is with you wherever 
you are’ meaning that God is with us at all times. The rock on the left side is embellished 
with ‘Al hamdulillah’ meaning ‘thanks be to God’.  The smallest rock is inscribed with 
‘Bismillah Al Rahman Al Rhaeem’ which is a beautiful Islamic phrase encompassing the 
true essence of the entire Quran and all religions – it translates as ‘In the name of God, 
most Gracious, most compassionate’

As the tapestries cascade upwards the stories unfold to reveal the miracle of Christ/
Essa PBUH  healing lady on her deathbed. In the scene where the lady is miraculously 
healed on her deathbed, she is surrounded by sheep standing in prayer, representing 
saints all wearing long pearl necklaces with citrine pendants embellished with one 
of the beautiful 99 names of Allah in Islam, ‘Al Shafi’ translated as ‘The Healer’. The 
books held by the sheep symbolize the teachings of healings running throughout all 
religions. This story shows us how God has gifted us all with the ability to perform 
miracles if we have full faith and spiritual connection to the divine. The final story 
depicts the miracle of Christ/PBUH healing a blind man with a powerful Quranic verse 
embellished on his shoulder, translated as ‘Trust and have faith in Allah / God’. All these 
beautiful miraculous stories remind us of the importance to be aligned with the divine 
within us, and reveals to us how God has blessed us with the capabilities to achieve and 
manifest the un-imaginable.

Rising up through the gowns above the stories of the miracles is an exquisite bejeweled 
belt, with a row of Ottoman inspired mosques, inter-dispersed between round large 
rubies symbolizing love, and engraved with the word ‘Al hamdulillah’ which means 
‘Thanks be to God’. At the top of the cape are heavenly clouds filled with guardian 
angels delivering messages from God to the universe below.  With borders embellished 
with Pearls symbolic of purity and peace run along the inside borders of the cape.

Shining through the opened robes on the dress is a Madonna representing pure 
enlightenment, a high state of consciousness filled with unconditional love, set 
against a luminous yellow background symbolic of enlightenment. The Madonna’s 
necklace is embellished with ‘Al Noor’ which is one of the 99 powerful names of Allah 
and means ‘The Light’.  Her choker is adorned with ‘Al hamdulillah’ which means ‘Thanks 
be to God’. The child in her hand is a small cheetah, holding up a book with one of God’s 
99 beautiful names in Islam engraved in the centre; ‘Al Salam’ which translates as ‘Peace’, 
and reflects essence of all religions.  The small cheetah is wearing a three stranded 
long pearl necklace with symbols for Islam, Christianity and Judaism, all reflecting 
the unity between the religions and all derived from one source.

The essence of this powerful piece reflects enlightenment and the realization of the 
true self, which is infinitely formless and eternal.  Enlightenment is the true awakening 
of heaven within, where one is eternally free and united with the divine light as eternal 
love it’s self.  This piece serves us as a reminder that “The universe is not outside of you. 
Look inside yourself; everything that you want, you already are.”- Rumi  

The exquisite artwork is set within a turquoise bespoke frame that has been designed in 
synergy with the artwork, with two guardian dogs carved at the top watching over 
the universe below either side of a symbolic tree of life, which symbolises growth and 
transformation.  



Centrally positioned within the frame is an enlightened creature with otherworldly 
eyes mirroring the universe, evoking a sensation of peace and light shining through 
them. The creature’s horns are surreally extended and filled with orange spheres that 
represent the universe, and are embellished with a selection of the holy names of God 
in Islam also known as “Asma Allah Al Husna,” radiating out powerful healing energies.  

The enlightened creature’s beautiful necklace is embellished with powerful messages 
reflecting the importance of gratitude, one’s alignment with God and that we are 
divinely protected and loved at all times.  Set centrally within the choker is a blue topaz 
engraved with the Arabic phrase “Al hamdulilah” which means ‘Thanks be to God, “ and 
embellished on the large hanging pendant is a powerful Quranic verse that translates 
as ‘the more grateful you are the more you will receive.’ The necklace is adorned with 
Madonnas representing eternal love, doves symbolizing peace and purity and angels 
reflecting divine protection.

The beautiful garment of the enlightened being is symbolic of the universe and filled 
with symbolism conveying messages of enlightenment and the awakening to ones true 
self, “The realization of absolute reality and truth is the greatest gift that one can 
be to the world and all humanity. Spiritual work, in its essence, is therefore a selfless 
service and surrender to the Will of God.” – David R. Hawkins 

 The cloak is embellished with bejewelled frogs, dragonflies, botanical patterns and 
borders filled with insects all symbolic of transformation and spiritual growth. 

The theatrical cape opens to reveal a beautiful, harmonious and botanical world.  
Centrally positioned within the garment is a surreal Arabesque door with a lion 
engraved at the top protectively watching over the universe.  Within the blue door is 
an eclectic mix of animals living together in harmony, symbolic of different cultures, 
ethnicities and religions all co existing together in peace.  The cub tiger, cub panther 
and cub cheetah are each wearing necklaces adorned with different symbols of Islam, 
Christianity and Judaism, representing the unity between the religions and how we are 
all derived from one source.

Growing behind the door is a botanical garden growing up to blossom at the top, and 
an ombre fushia to yellow sunset background symbolic of the path to enlightenment.
The pursuit of enlightenment is the greatest of all gifts of life and the pinnacle of 
human evolution.  Within the enlightened beings hands rests a divine dove symbolic of 
how one is eternally free and united with the divine light as eternal love itself pure 
beyond all comprehension. At the bottom of the garment are two guardian angels 
praying over and blessing the universe.

This vibrant, graphic and surreal artwork represents the power of having full faith 
and trust in God, and reminds us of how we are at all times divinely protected in ways 
we cannot fathom.

This true essence is beyond 
Ego. It is fearless;it is free;it is immune to criticism;it does not fear any challenge. IT is 
beneath no one, superior to no one, and full of magic, mystery and enchantment.”

The centrally positioned enlightened being is wearing a vibrant surreal gown, and 
embellished within its tapestries unfolds miraculous prophetical stories, reflecting 
God’s eternal divine love and protection for us all. 

The enlightened being has a halo that radiates out powerful blessings to the world, 
embellished with all the 99 beautiful names of God in Islam, and with one hand raised in 
the healing position, is sending out protection and blessings.  The other hand is holding 
a beautiful patterned book, symbolic of the core universal messages throughout all 
religions which of peace. The book also reflects that regardless of their different 
approaches, they are all derived from one eternal source. 



The enlightened being’s cloak has two beautiful brooches engraved with the Islamic 
phrase ‘Allah Hu Akbar’ which translates as ‘God the Greatest’. The three pearl 
necklaces have Islamic, Christian and Judaic symbols hanging from them, reflecting 
the unification between the religions and that we are all derived from one source.

The bejeweled cuff holding the book is embellished with the word ‘Al hamdulillah’ 
which translates as ‘Thanks be to God’, the cuff’s borders are engraved with a powerful 
Quranic verse which translates as ‘To Allah belongs the unseen heavens and earth, and 
to Him return all affairs.  So, worship Him and put your trust in Him’.  The cuff with the 
raised hand has the word ‘Allah’ centrally engraved on a citrine stone, and a Quranic 
verse within its borders translates as ‘And in Allah let the believers put their trust’.
Along the inside of the cloak are two ombre blue borders embellished with two 
powerful Quranic verses radiating protection and healing, and serve to remind us 
to be in gratitude for all God’s blessings.  “Wear gratitude like a cloak and it will feed 
every corner of your life.” – Rumi

The border on the left-hand side is embellished with a powerful verse from the Quran, 
from a verse of ‘Surah Al Baqara’, which when translates as ‘O You who have believed, 
eat from the good things which we have provided you and be grateful to Allah if it is 
indeed him you worship’. This serves to remind us that it is through gratitude for the 
present moment that the spiritual dimension of life opens up.

On the opposite border runs another powerful Quranic verse from ‘Surah Al Isra’ 
which translates as ‘The seven heavens and the earth and all beings therein.  Declare 
His glory; there is not a thing but celebrates His praise;and yet we understand not 
how they declare His glory! Verify is Oft-forbear most.’

The vibrant tapestry on the cloak is made up of beautiful panels with circular patterns 
which symbolize the universe in ecstatic motion. In the central panel is a light 
yellow ombre background filled with botanical jungle leaves and birds symbolic of 
the spiritual journey along the path to self-realization and enlightenment.  At the 
bottom of the cloak is a row of fish, representative of the abundance and powerful 
manifestations of the universe.

Within the textiles of the garment, unfolds six prophetical and miraculous stories; 
Prophet Yousef and his prophetic dreams, Prophet Mohammed PBUH and the spider web, 
Prophet Noah and his Ark, Prophet Moses opening of the seas, Adam & Eve and the Garden 
of Eden, Christ / Prophet Essa PBUH walking on water. These stories serve as powerful 
reminders that we are divinely protected and served in ways we cannot imagine and 
that “we change the world not by what we say or do, but as a consequence of what we 
have become.” – David R. Hawkins

The beautiful enlightened being embodies the infinite presence of God, unconditional 
love, transformation and self-realization through the use of symbolism embellished 
within its garment, and serves us as a reminder that “the whole universe is contained 
within a single human being – You.” - Elif Shafak

The enlightened being has gentle, otherworldly eyes that evoke a sensation of the 
universe in ecstatic motion.  The horns are extended and transformed into beautiful 
branches in full blossom filled with birds and angels representing transformation, 
the cycle of life and the deliverance of divine messages to us all from God and the 
universe. Behind the enlightened being’s head is a halo with circles embellished with 
one of the beautiful and powerful 99 names of Allah, ‘Al Noor’ meaning ‘The Light’, 
radiating out powerful healing energies.

The enlightened being is wearing a beautiful choker with a citrine stone symbolic of 
clarity; it is engraved in Arabic calligraphy with the word ‘Allah’, which means God.  
Around the surreal being’s neck hang jeweled prayer beads, embellished with a selection 
of the 99 powerful healing names of God in Islam. The enlightened creature’s hands are 
raised in a healing position, radiating out prayers, love and blessings.

The theatre of life is revealed through the open cape, displaying a magical universe 
woven into the textiles of the garment. The borders along the inside of the cape are 
filed with the Islamic phrase ‘Al hamdulillah’ which translates as ‘Thanks be to God’, 
and serves to remind us to be in gratitude for every blessing we receive.  

The cape is filled with different Madonnas set inside baroque frames symbolic of God’s 
unconditional love for us all and reminds us that “there is absolutely nothing in 
ordinary human experience to compare with the joy of the presence of the love of 
God. No sacrifice is too great nor effort too much in order to realize that presence.” 
--David R. Hawkins 

The background of the cape is filled with beautiful botanical floral patterns symbolic 
of transformation and growth. In the centre of the garment is a guardian angel 
symbolic of divine protection and unconditional love. In the front of her is a lion 
representing strength and protection, a unicorn symbolic of purity and divine power 
and a peacock representing awakening and guidance. Within the central bottom 
border are two coy fish symbolic of the abundance of the universe. 
“Remember the entrance to the sanctuary is inside you.” – Rumi

This vibrant art piece portrays a large surreal enlightened being, symbolic of the 
universe, and richly adorned with symbolism unfolding to reveal messages of peace, 
harmony, tolerance and unconditional love. This body of art serves to remind us that 
“Only from the heart can you touch the sky.” - Rumi

The enlightened being is wearing a surreal dome hat, and has a halo embellished with 
the Arabic phrase ‘Mashallah,’ which translates ‘as God willing,’ which serves to remind 
us to surrender one’s faith to God. The gold cuff on the hand raised in the healing 
position, is embellished with the powerful Quranic verse, which translates as ‘God loves 
the ones who are just’.  The enlightened being’s other hand is lovingly holding a baby 
gazelle, white dove and butterfly, symbolic of the essence of all religion which is love, 
kindness and peace. 

The ombre blue tanzanite to sapphire necklace is filled with citrines symbolic of clarity, 
and pearls symbolic of divine purity.  Centrally positioned is a large citrine with the 
powerful word ‘Allah’ engraved in it; and hanging from it are three bejeweled keys 
with symbols of Christianity, Islam and Judaism.  The bejeweled keys represent the unity 
between the religions and serves to remind us that we are all derived from one source, 
and the importance of living in tolerance, peace and harmony with all mankind 
regardless of one’s religion, ethnicity and race.

Within the beautiful surreal gown of the enlightened being, centrally positioned 
are three Arabesque frames; the bottom frame portrays the importance of being in 
alignment with the divine through prayer, the central frame has a Madonna symbolic 
of God’s unconditional love for all and the top frame is filled with an eclectic mix 
of animals symbolic of different religions, cultures, and ethnicities all coexisting 
together in harmony.  The beautiful botanical patterns on the cape have a turquoise 
to yellow ombre background cascading upwards through the gown, symbolic of one’s 
evolution towards enlightenment. The blue birds within the tapestries symbolize divine 
guidance. The two guardian angels at the bottom of the gown are protectively praying 
over the universe, reflecting that we are divinely protected at all times.  Within the 
bottom border of the garment is a row of swans symbolic of all that is divine within 
us all.

This surreal artpiece is inspired by the story of Prophet Noah and his Ark and serves to 
remind us of the importance in having full faith and trust in God knowing that we are 
always divinely protected.

This triptych bespoke frame has been designed in synergy with the artwork, and is 
inspired by Ancient Roman architecture. The midnight blue colour of the frame creates 
a magical universe backdrop for the centrally positioned surreal guardian angels 
with a garment embellished with stories. Above each angel is a surreal dove symbolic 
of God’s divine messages, guidance and miracles. 

The centrally positioned surreal enlightened creature represents the universe, and is 
looking out ahead through warm peaceful eyes, evoking a loving sensation.  Its halo 
is embellished with a powerful Quranic verse that when translated means ‘Verily in 
remembrance of Allah do hearts find rest’ this serves us as a reminder that only when 
we are aligned with God do we find inner and outer peace. 



“The wonderment of God is so all-encompassing and enormous that is surpasses all 
possible imagination. To be at last truly and finally home is profound in totality of its 
completeness.” – Dr. David R. Hawkins.

The surreal enlightened being’s necklace radiates powerful healing energies. Centrally 
positioned in the choker of the necklace is a topaz stone engraved with the Arabic 
word ‘Al hamdulillah’ which translates as ‘Praise be to God.’  The necklace is embellished 
with a selection of the beautiful 99 names of God in Islam ‘Asma Allah Al Husna’ when 
translated, ‘Al Wodod’: The Loving, ‘Al Lateef’: The Kind, ‘Al Saboor’: The Patient and ‘Al 
Hadi’: The Guide. Centrally positioned in the necklace is a yellow circle embellished 
with the Quranic verse that translates as ‘Verily in the remembrance of God are the 
hearts at rest.’ The Quranic verse on the far right translates as ‘Peace be upon you 
for what you patiently endured and excellent is the final home’, which reflects the 
importance of full faith and patience in God.  On the left engraved within a circle is a 
powerful Quranic verse which translates as ‘On those who believe and work deeds of 
righteousness will Allah Most Gracious bestow love’, which reflects how when one is 
in alignment with God, God’s unconditional love fills us.

The miracle of Noah’s Ark unfolds throughout the garment, through a series of 
Arabesque doors. Filled with an eclectic mix of animals symbolic of harmony and co-
existence, radiating love and compassion. Serving us as a reminder that “the Love of 
God is absolute and unconditional. The sky des not “be” for some people and “not be” for 
others, nor does the sun shine on only a select few who have been arbitrarily chosen.  
God is complete and total.” – Dr. David R. Hawkins.

In the centre of the garment is a large Arabesque door symbolic of a divine portal, with 
yellow light in the background, symbolic of divine light and protection. Within the 
surrounding Arabesque frames are an eclectic mix of animals reflecting the different 
cultures and religions, all co-existing in harmony 

On either side of enlightened being are two guardian angels.  On the left-hand side is 
the Guardian Angel of the Sea with a striking ombre red-yellow halo inscribed with 
one of the 99 names of God in Islam, ‘Al Razzaq’ which means, The Creator.  The beautiful 
necklace is encrusted with rubies representing love, citrines symbolic of clarity and 
pearls representing divine purity of the Holy Spirit.  Centrally positioned within the 
choker the Islamic phrase ‘Al hamdulillah’ is engraved which translates as ‘Praise be to 
God”, which serves as a reminder that it is with “gratitude (that) (one) (can) open the 
door to the power, the wisdom, the creativity of the universe” – Deepak Chopra

The Sea Angel is holding up a beautiful book with a powerful Quranic verse on the 
cover when translated means ‘And rely upon the ever-living who does not die’, which 
serves to remind all to have full faith and trust in God. 

The Garment of the Sea Angel is a bright fuchsia surreal cape decorated with symbolism, 
the jelly fish, seaweed and fish are symbolic of transformation and growth on the 
journey to enlightenment.  The opened cape reveals a blue ombre dress filled with 
black linear patterning, symbolic of the interconnectivity between God and us all, 
and represents oneness with all.





The  surreal forest Guardian Angel on the right hand side has an ombre halo 
embellished with one of the 99 names of God in Islam ‘Al Momin’, which means 
‘The Believer’.  The angel is holding up an intricately patterned book embellished with 
dragons, and centrally positioned is the Arabic word ‘Iman’ which translates as ‘Faith’.  

The guardian angel’s cloak is filled with a beautiful surreal forest symbolic of 
transformation as we spiritually evolve towards enlightenment.  Shining through the 
open cloak is a green to yellow ombre dress symbolic of the Divine within us.

Engraved in the centre of the guardian angel’s choker is the word ‘Al hamdulillah,’ 
which means ‘Praise be to God’.  The necklace is adorned with a selection of names from 
the 99 beautiful names of God in Islam radiating powerful healing energies.Within the 
necklace’s pendants are a selection of the 99 names of God in Islam translated as, ‘Al 
Saboor’: The Patient, ‘Al Shakoor’: The Grateful, ‘Al Bir’: The Source of All Goodness, ‘Al 
Wali’: The Protector.









The Universe I, The Universe III Series, The Religions United Collection

The door to enlightenment is portrayed through this magical trio series on a path 
to the awakening to one’s true self. The Universe I is part of a trio series in which each 
piece portrays a different enlightened immortal being wearing surreal gowns heavily 
embellished with symbolism representing the true awakening of heaven within. These 
beautiful artworks are all set within lavish gold bespoke frames, inspired by ancient 
Roman churches. The frames create the feeling of looking in through a surreal 
doorway into a magical universe of the Divine Light.

“God is the ultimate context of which the universe and all existence is content”

This tranquil magical art piece is filled with symbolism related to the multi-layered 
subjects of self-realization and unconditional love. This vibrant artwork serves to 
inspire us to awaken to one’s true self, and reflects God’s unconditional love for us 
all.

Centrally positioned is a surreal enlightened creature with otherworldly eyes, 
symbolic of self-realization, transformation and unconditional love, reflecting the 
divinity within. Behind the head of the enlightened being is a halo embellished with one 
of the powerful 99 names of Allah ‘Al Noor’ meaning ‘The Light,’ radiating out divine 
light to the world. 

The enlightened creature’s jeweled choker has a citrine stone symbolic of prosperity 
and is embellished with the powerful name ‘Allah’. Around the surreal being’s neck 
hang beautiful citrines in the form of prayer beads embellished with a selection of the 
beautiful 99 names of Allah radiating the healing energy of love.



The enlightened being’s cape is symbolic of theatre curtains opening to reveal the 
magical universe displayed inside the dress. This serves as a reminder that “Everything 
in the universe is within you.  Ask all from yourself” - Rumi. 

The beautiful cloak is adorned with a series of Madonnas set in baroque frames, 
symbolic of God’s eternal love for us all. The inside borders of the cape are embellished 
with the Islamic phrase ‘Al hamdulillah’, which means ‘Thanks be to God’, and serves as a 
reminder that gratitude unlocks the fullness of life. 

In the centre of the dress is a beautiful guardian angel holding two babies, symbolic of 
God’s eternal and unconditional love for us all, and that the Holy Spirit lives inside 
us all. The midnight blue represents the universe, and the magical tree behind the 
guardian angel is a symbol of one’s journey towards enlightenment. In front of her is 
a unicorn symbolic of purity and divine power, and a lion representing strength, and 
a peacock symbolizing protection, awakening and guidance.  Along the bottom of the 
dress are two fish symbolic of abundance and prosperity. 

The landscape is comprised of vibrant rocks engraved with a selection of the 99 
beautiful names of God in Islam; ‘Al Rahim’ which translates as The Merciful, ‘Al Salam’ 
which means Peace, ‘Al Noor’ which translates at The Light and ‘Al Hameed’ which means 
The Praiseworthy.  Engraved on an ombre rock from fuchsia to yellow is the Quranic 
verse which translates as ‘Put thy trust in Allah, and enough is Allah as a disposer of 
affairs and protector.’ The midnight blue backdrop is symbolic of the universe.  Above 
the surreal beings head is a dove with an orange halo, symbolic of all the divine 
messages God channels through us.

The surreal, serene and enlightened being, through the use of symbolism conveys 
unconditional love and peace whilst reflecting the importance of prayer and being 
aligning ourselves with the God.  This artwork is part of a three piece series, within each 
piece features a surreal enlightened creature embodying the universe and conveying 
spiritual messages. The artworks are set in lavish gold frames that create the feeling of 
looking in through a doorway into a magical universe. 

 “The simple decision to be kind, forgiving, and compassionate to all life in all of its 
expressions, including ones own self, is a scalpel that is capable of removing the major

Behind the enlightened creature’s head is a halo embellished with the Arabic phrase 
‘Mashallah’ which means ‘God has willed,’ or ‘as God powerful (as) (it) alters the available 
options as well as their perceived values” – David R Hawkins 

The enlightened creature is wearing a necklace encrusted with pearls symbolic of 
purity, and within a large citrine stone, known for its ancient healing powers, the 
word ‘Allah’ is engraved. Hanging together from the necklace are the symbols of 
Christianity, Islam and Judaism, symbolizing the unity between the religions all derived 
from one source. The bejeweled gold cuff is embellished with a powerful Quranic verse 
which translated means ‘God loves the ones who are just’.

The enlightened beings garment is symbolic of the universe and richly embellished
with symbolism woven into its beautiful tapestries.  Within the central panel of the 
beautiful gown are three Arabesque frames;the top frame is filled with different animals 
symbolic of tolerance and living in harmony regardless of race, religion or culture.  



The middle frame has a Madonna symbolic of unconditional love and compassion, and 
the bottom frame portrays an angel in prayer symbolic of the importance of being in 
alignment with God.

This art piece shows us that “simple kindness to one’s self and all that lives is the most 
powerful transformational force of all.”

The gown has a panel of beautiful botanical patterns with an ombre turquoise to 
yellow background reflecting the path to enlightenment.  The birds embedded within 
the botanical patterning, are symbolic of the divine messages from the Holy Spirit.  At 
the bottom of the gown are two praying Guardian angels protectively watching over 
the universe, symbolic of how we are always divinely protected at all times.

The vibrant surreal landscape of the rocks creates a magical otherworldly backdrop, 
and are embellished with a selection from the 99 powerful healing names of God in 
Islam, such as ‘Al Rasheed which translates as ‘the guide to the right path, ‘Al Salam’ 
which means peace, ‘Al Wodod’ which translates as ‘the Loving’ and ‘Al Aziz’ which means 
‘the honorable’.  Flying above the enlightened being is a dove with a large orange halo, 
symbolic of a messenger from the universe delivering divine guidance and messages to 
us all

messages through each piece’s portrayal of an enlightened surreal being dressed in a 
symbolic gown representative of the universe within and adorned in symbolism.  This 
trio embodies spiritual messages of enlightenment and awakening to one’s true self. 

This beautiful series is set within bespoke baroque frames inspired by ancient Roman 
churches, and symbolic of doorways to a divine universe.

The essence of this art piece serves as a reminder to all the beautiful miracles that 
unfold daily in our lives and to remain in gratitude; surrendering oneself to God in 
full faith and trust and knowing we are divinely protected at all times.

The surreal and enlightened being is centrally positioned and symbolic of the universe 
within, divine protection, eternal love and the importance of prayer and spiritual 
connection.  Behind the surreal creature’s head is a large halo embellished with all 
the 99 beautiful names of God in Islam, radiating out a magical and healing powerful 
sensation.

At the top of the enlightened being’s cloak are two jeweled brooches engraved 
with the Islamic phrase ‘Allah Hu Akbar’ which means ‘God the Greatest.’  Attached to 
the brooches are three pearl necklaces with the symbols of Islam, Christianity and 
Judaism hanging together, representing the unity between the religions, co-existing 
in harmony and peace; they also share the same core powerful message of peace and 
love, reflecting how we are all derived from one source. 

Within a circle of the bejeweled cuff holding the book the word ‘Al hamdulillah’ is 
engraved and translates as ‘Praise be to God’, and serves as a reminder of the importance 
of gratitude.  Along the top and bottom borders of the cuff is a powerful Quranic verse 
which translated means, ‘To Allah belongs the unseen of the heavens and earth, and 
to him return all affairs. So, worship him and put your trust in him’.  The opposite cuff 
has centrally engraved the word ‘Allah’ and its borders are embellished with another 



Quranic verse which translated means ‘And in Allah let the believers put their trust’.   
The enlightened creature’s surreal cape is symbolic of the opening of theatre curtains 
to reveal a dress filled with a magical universe inside.  The cape has central panels filled 
with botanical jungle leaves and birds set against a light yellow background symbolic 
of growth and one’s journey to self-realization along the path to enlightenment.  The 
circular patterns within the beautiful tapestries are symbolic of our oneness with the 
universe.

The ombre borders on the inside of the cape are filled with powerful Quranic verses.  
On the left-hand side of the cloak the ombre border is embellished with a powerful 
verse from the Quran from the ‘Sura Al Baqara , which translated means “O You who 
have believed, eat from the good things which we have provided you and be grateful 
to Allah if it is indeed him you worship.” this serves to remind us to remain in gratitude 
for all of God’s blessings. 

The powerful Quranic verse running down the opposite border is from the ‘Surah Al 
Isra’ in the Quran which translated means “The seven heavens and the earth and all 
beings therein, declare his glory: there is not a thing but celebrates his praise; and 
yet understand not how they declare his glory! verify is Oft-forbear most forgiving.” 
Running along the bottom of the cape are fish symbolic of divine manifestation and 
the abundance of the universe.

The dress underneath the cape unfolds to reveal the miraculous prophetical stories 
of Adam and Eve, Prophet Noah’s Ark, Prophet Yousef/Joseph and his prophetic dreams, 
Prophet Essa PBUH/Jesus Christ walking on water and Prophet Muhammad PBUH and 
the spider.  These beautiful stories reflect how the Prophets through their full faith 
were divinely protected by God in ways we cannot fathom through the miracles he 
performed.   Along the bottom of the dress is a blue deer, intertwined in a botanical 
pattern, known as the protector to all creatures.

The landscape is comprised of vibrant surreal rocks embellished with a selection of the 
99 names of God in Islam; ‘Al Baqi’ translates as The Ever Lasting, ‘Al Lateef’ meaning The 
Subtle One, ‘Al Sameea’ translates as The All Hearing, ‘Al Haqq’ translates as The Truth.  
Above the enlightened creature’s head is a dove with an orange halo, symbolic of the 
divine messages channeled from God through the universe to us all.

Behind him is a surreal Ghaf tree, with a lion sitting looking out watchfully, symbolizing

The Founding Fathers, The Zayed AL Khair Collection Part II

This surreal vibrant patriotic work of art pays tribute to the Founding Fathers of the 
UAE.  Our visionary leader Sheikh Zayed Bin Sultan Al Nahyan was the driving force 
behind the unification of the seven emirates.  The unification transformed our country 
into a prosperous, progressive, powerful and globally successful nation. This art piece 
celebrates Sheikh Zayed’s legacy of leadership, teachings and core values that lives on 
through his sons, our President H.H. Sheikh Khalifa Bin Zayed and Crown Prince H.H. 
Sheikh Mohamed Bin Zayed as they lead the UAE in to the future.  This artwork reflects 
how the unity between our leaders, created the strong foundations Sheikh Zayed built 
our nation on. 

“The late Sheikh Zayed established a global school of tolerance and coexistence 
because he knew that from the Union’s beginnings, the UAE’s uniqueness lay in its ability 
to welcome different races, religions, and cultures without abandoning its social 
and cultural identity. The principles in which the late ruler believed, and strived for, 
were aimed at creating a world of coexistence and peace,” - Crown Prince H.H. Sheikh 
Mohammed Bin Zayed Al Nahyan.



The baroque frame has been designed in synergy with the artwork, and has a surreal 
tree at the top symbolic of the UAE’s growth, expansion and transformation.  The two 
carved birds represent the freedom Sheikh Zayed has given his people, ensuring they were 
looked after in every aspect enabling them to fly and reach their highest potential.
 
Positioned in the centre of the artwork is a surreal ombre orange palm tree with deep 
roots representing the strong foundations Sheikh Zayed has built our nation on. The 
trees branches are adorned with iconic portraits of the seven Founding Fathers, set 
in baroque frames embellished with pearls, symbolic of purity and our pearl diving 
culture. On the top of each frame is our national bird the falcon with open wings 
representing the strength and vision embodied by our Founding Fathers that have 
enabled our nation to fly. Emerging from behind the falcons heads are the seven 
different Emirates flags, on each of our Founders Fathers’ frame.    

Behind the head of all the Founding Fathers heads are halos radiating out love and 
light over our nation. Sheikh Zayed’s portrait is set in the centre of the tree,  set within 
a lavish baroque frame, embellished with two ‘Khanjars’ which are traditional knives 
on each side of the bottom corners and are symbolic of our strong heritage and 
Bedouin roots, and at the top are gazelles symbolic of beauty on each side of the Abu 
Dhabi crest. Above and connected to Sheikh Zayed’s portrait is a surreal falcon frame 
with open wings encasing a portrait of the Late Ruler of Dubai H.H. Sheikh Rashid Bin 
Saeed. The branches extend out with all the Founding Fathers of the U.A.E, the Former 
Ruler of Sharjah H.H. Sheikh Khalid Bin Mohammed Al Qasimi, the Former Ruler of Ajman 
H.H. Sheikh Rashid Bin Humaid Al Nuaimi, the Former Ruler of Umm Al Quwain H.H. Sheikh 
Ahmed Bin Rashid Al Mualla, the Former Ruler of Ras Al Khaimah H.H. Sheikh Saqer Bin 
Mohammed Al Qasimi and the Former Ruler of Fujairah H.H. Sheikh Mohammed Bin Hamad 
Al Sharqi.

At the top of the tree above the Founding Fathers is a portrait of both Sheikh Zayed’s 
sons our President, H.H. Sheikh Khalifa bin Zayed Al Nahyan and his brother our nation’s 
Crown Prince H.H. Sheikh Mohamed bin Zayed, symbolic of the continuation of the 
leadership legacy Sheikh Zayed left, living on through them.  Their portrait is set within 
a lavish baroque frame with two white Arabian stallions on each side representing 
purity, strength and speed all reflected within their leadership.  The frame is draped 
with strings of pearls, with a jeweled Abu Dhabi crest at the top. On either side of the 
frame are two large UAE flags symbolic of the unification and continuous success of 
our leadership and nation as we evolve into the future.







THE PRAYER VI SERIES
The Prayer Series is a powerful set of six surreal pop art portraits of our late beloved 
founder of our nation, H.H. Sheikh Zayed bin Sultan Al Nahyan, rest his soul portraying 
him in a graphic, striking and contemporary way.  

The bespoke handcrafted frames are adorned with the U.A.E.’s powerful national 
bird, the falcon, with their wings spread open, symbolising vision, freedom, power 
and strength. Both the falcon and Sheikh Zayed are surreally looking in the same 
direction, representing the strong vision that Sheikh Zayed had for his nation. His 
love, generosity and oneness with his people combined with his belief in education and 
strong ethics led to him being globally recognised as powerful and great leader.  

The foundations of our nation were built on Sheikh Zayed’s strong values that led to 
the rapid growth of the U.A.E. and continues to shape us as we evolve into the future. 
Sheikh Zayed loved his people and invested in them, and said “Wealth is not money. Wealth 
lies in men. This is where true power lies, the power we value.  This is what has convinced 
us to direct all our resources to building the individual, using the wealth which God 
has provided us in the service of the nation.”

Throughout the series Sheikh Zayed is portrayed with an array of different halos 
behind his head, embellished with a selection of the 99 powerful names of God in Islam 
and Quranic verses, radiating out powerful blessings and healing energies. 

The juxtaposing dynamic colour palette used in this series is rich in symbolism.  The dark 
blue represents the midnight desert skies filled with stars that guided our ancestors 
through the desert.  Midnight blue also represents trust, loyalty, wisdom and faith. 

The rich orange background symbolises the beautiful sunsets in the desert. The turquoise 
symbolises the strong cultural bond we have with the sea and how it has provided 
us with a livelihood. The purple background represents spirituality, power, ambition, 
creativity and inner peace.  The green background represents Sheikh Zayed’s love 
for nature, belief in sustainability and how he turned our desert into a green haven. 
The magenta background represents harmony, compassion, generosity and balance.  
All of these qualities are embodied in our beloved late Sheikh Zayed who shaped our 
nation into what it is today; his spirit and vision continue to live on through his son’s 
leadership of our nation.

The halo behind Sheikh Zayed’s head is embellished with a powerful Quranic verse from
